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In 1982 fundamentalist Muslims attacked Ba'th officials in the city of Hama. They were brutally crushed with Asad accusing the Brotherhood of being in the pay of the Americans and Iraqgis. Asad himself developed the cult of personality which portrayed him as the leader of the country not just the leader of the government.

The book concludes with the irony that Asad while trying to free his Arab brothers from humiliation and defeat built up one of the most repressive regimes in the Middle East. By the time the book concludes it gives him much credit though for modernising the country and restoring some regional pride.
